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Plan of project management activities

Abstract

This document presents a detailed plan of activities related to the project management as
well as organisation and the operating procedures of the management bodies, consortium
meetings and meetings of the management bodies, other means of information exchange,
reporting and quality.

It will be used as guidelines for the project management during the whole project duration.

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o Introduction

The main objective of this deliverable is to provide a clear framework for the management
activities and to define common procedures of deliverables production and exchanges
between workpackages within the Phosphorus consortium as well as a uniform
representation of the project towards the outside world.

Project Management is concerned with the co-ordination of project activities, assessment
and evaluation of the overall performance of the project; delivery and assurance of
deliverables and reports, monitoring of resource use, management and allocation of budget,
addressing and resolving issues related to IPR, conflict management and resolution,
coordinating the external image of the project as well as management of the relationship with
the European Commission.
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1 Project Management

The management of complex constructs like an IP requires a very efficient and well-
structured project organisation. It is recognized that each organisation involved in this project
has its own procedures. Thus the distribution of responsibilities and the flow of information,
both for monitoring and reporting are of particular importance.

1.1 Project structure and organisation

The purpose of this section is to provide the structure of the project management system.
Management bodies have been established according to the records of two main
documents:

= Contract with the European Commission and its Annexes,
= Phosphorus Consortium Agreement.
All these documents are available for partners on the project web site.

The overall management structure is shown in Figure 1 below. The key roles in the quality
management system according to these documents are:

e General Assembly,
e Project Coordinator,
e Project Technical Board and Advisory Board.

The General Assembly, composed of all of the partners representatives, meets at the
frequency of at least twelve months. The body is responsible for the overall direction of the
project: decides upon amendments to the contract and Consortium Agreement, proposes
budget and tasks reallocations among partners. The decision-making is by voting.

The Coordinator, in addition to being the intermediary between partners and European
Commission is also chairman of the General Assembly and Technical Board. The
coordinator is helped by assistants responsible for daily administrative supervision and
financial reports.

The Technical Board, composed of all Workpackage Leaders, is responsible for the overall
technical management of the project and meets at the frequency of at least every 6 months.
The Technical Board ensures that all work meets the stated requirements, decides upon
measures in the framework of controls and monitoring of the progress of the technical work
affecting the project as a whole.

Workpackage Leaders (WPLs) are responsible for the organisational arrangements, work
procedures and time schedule within their workpackages. WPLs keep the Technical Board
informed on the current status of task activities. To ensure the proper quality of the work
WPL organise and chair particular WP meetings.
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The Advisory Board meets periodically with the General Assembly. It comprises leading
personalities having knowledge and competence in advising the General Assembly
regarding the global scope of the project, future trends and other similar activities around the
world. Candidates for Advisory Board have been proposed by partners from the Consortium.
Advisory Board is now being formed.

1.2 Meetings of the project management bodies

Within the Phosphorus project the following management bodies meeting can be organized:
e General Assembly meetings,
e Technical Board meetings.

Organization of meetings of the General Assembly and the Technical Board are governed
by the Phosphorus Consortium Agreement.

These meetings are convened by the coordinator with at least 15 days prior notice
accompanied by an agenda. Minutes of the General Assembly and Technical Board
meetings are transmitted to the partners within 30 days after the date of the meeting. The
minutes shall be considered as accepted by partners if within 15 days from receipt no
partner has objected.

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1.3 Financial and technical monitoring

Periodic Reports will help measure the progress of the project on a regular basis.

1.3.1 Monthly Reports

Monthly reports will be submitted to the Scientific Officer by the project coordinator every
month. The reports have two major purposes:

- internal purpose — to help the project coordinator and workpackage leaders monitor
the work of each project participant

- external purpose — to inform the EC about the progress of the whole project,
workpackages and separate partners

The reports will briefly describe the work which was done by each Phosphorus participant
over a month. They will cover e.g. the work done towards the project deliverable and
milestones, participation in meetings etc. The project partners are also obliged to mention in
the reports the problems they encountered during the months and any risk which they may
foresee for the future. This way the project consortium will have the knowledge about all
possible problems and risks and will be able to react to them as soon as possible.

The procedure for preparing monthly reports is as follows:

- each project participant sends its contribution to the workpackage leaders using a
template prepared by PSNC,

- workpackage leaders verify the information received from partners and prepare a
reports for their workpackages,

- the Phosphorus coordinator collects the input from workpackage leaders and
transforms it into a coherent project report.

A template used by partners to provide information to the workpackage leaders is attached
to this document (Appendix B).

1.3.2 Quarterly Reports

These quarterly reports (every 3 months) are internal documents to help the coordinator to
monitor the efforts and the costs consumption of all partners.

These internal quarterly reports consist of a detailed costs table and table of efforts spent on
tasks within WPs. They will be completed by each partner and sent by email to the
coordinator no later than one month after the end of the reporting period.

According to Annex | of the contract, the coordinator is to prepare quarterly PM reports on
the basis of reports sent by all partners. Summary reports have to be sent to the Project
Officer within 45 days after the end of the reporting period.

A template of an internal cost report and summary effort report is attached to this document
(Appendix C and D).
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1.3.3 Annual reports

Annual reports will be consistent with EC requirements in “Project reporting in FP6”
document.

The activity report, containing an overview of the activities carried out during the reporting
period, describes the progress in relation to the project objectives, the progress towards the
milestones and deliverables set for the period, and any problems encountered and corrective
actions taken. It also includes a publishable executive summary and an updated plan for
using and disseminating the knowledge.

This report will be prepared by the coordinator on the basis of input from all Phosphorus
partners and quarterly PM reports and approved by partners.

The management report includes a detailed justification of the costs incurred and of the
resources deployed by each contractor linking them to activities implemented and justifying
their necessity, the financial statements (Form C) from each contractor and a summary
financial report consolidating the costs of the contractors. All partners will have to send their
contribution to the coordinator who will be responsible for merging data in one report to be
sent to the European Commission.
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> Communication in the Phosphorus
consortium

Proper communication between Phosphorus participants is crucial for achieving the goals of
the project. Ensuring such communication is one of the task of project management and is
supervised by the project coordinator and workpackage leaders.

As the project is very large in terms of both the number of participants and the scope of
work, smooth integration of the efforts of all project participants within workpackages and
between workpackages is crucial for achievement of the overall goals of the project. Several
means of communication will be used to ensure integration of the efforts, synchronisation of
work and the flow of information inside the Phosphorus consortium including face-to-face
meetings, videoconferences, mailing lists, wiki as a document store and exchange and web
pages. Every time when information must be spread inside the consortium or a topic must be
discussed the most appropriate means of communication will be selected and often two or
more of them will be used together to achieve the best effect of internal communication.

The size of the project consortium and the fact that each consortium member participates in
part of the Phosphorus activities (e.g. in selected workpackages) makes it necessary to
separate the consortium-wide communication from the communication inside working groups
(like workpackages). This way the consortium members can avoid receiving information that
is not relevant to their work while all partners receive the information which refers to the
whole project.

PSNC as the Phosphorus coordinator is responsible for the consortium-wide communication
and provides the consortium with the necessary communication media (like mailing lists,
wiki, web server). Communication inside workpackages is organised by the workpackage
participants and supervised by the workpackage leaders. Communication for other groups
(sub-workpackage communication and inter-workpackage communication) will be organised
when needed.

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21 Project meetings

Different types of meetings are planned to serve different purposes. Working meetings to
discuss the current issues inside workpackages will be organised regularly by
videoconferencing services. When a critical decision must be taken inside a workpackage or
the issues under discussion are especially complex or important, an face-to-face meeting of
all workpackage participants will be held. To achieve integration between different
workpackages inter-workpackage meetings may be organised in which all or part of the
workpackages participants will take part.

The whole Phosphorus consortium will be organised to discuss the issues which involve the
whole consortium, exchange ideas and share information between all Phosphorus partners.
Meetings of the whole consortium will be organised once a year or more often if it is
necessary. At the meetings the topics which refer to the overall consortium activities will be
discussed, the work inside each workpackage will be presented to the people who do not
participate in this workpackage and plans for the future will be made. Such meetings will
ensure the necessary coordination between different workpackages and give all project
participants knowledge about all project activities, developments, results and plans.

The first whole consortium meeting took place in October 2006 in Poznan. The main reason
for this meeting was to present the plans of all workpackages and allow for coordination
between them.

The first workpackage and inter-workpackage meetings are planned for December 2006.
Several workpackages will meet in Amsterdam and Utrecht to coordinate the issues which
occurred when the workpackages started their work. Further workpackage and inter-
workpackage meetings will be held when necessary.

In addition to face-to-face meetings the Phosphorus participants meet regularly via
videoconferencing. Each workpackage has planned videoconferences for the workpackage
participants while videoconferences of other groups are also possible. Frequency of
videoconferences is up to the workpackages and their leaders. Most of the workpackages
decided to have a videoconference every two weeks. The videoconferences are used to
discuss the current developments of each workpackage and the issues which are not
important enough to need a face-to-face meeting as well as to monitor the progress of each
partner's work. They are the main way for coordination of the works done inside each
workpackage.

Meetings of the project management bodies will also be held in accordance with the
Consortium Agreement. Such meetings are described in section 1.2 of this document.
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2.2 Mailing lists

The Phosphorus consortium uses several mailing lists for its internal communications. The
purpose of having several mailing lists for internal communication is to ensure that each
project participant receives an e-mail which concerns the activity he/she is involved in while
avoiding receiving too many e-mails that do not refer to this person’s work. For this reason
each workpackage has its internal mailing list for mails which refers to the workpackage work
only. The e-mails which should reach the whole consortium are sent to the General
Assembly mailing lists to make sure that each Phosphorus participant receives them.
Another mailing list is used for communication between workpackages, on which
representatives of all workpackages (including workpackage leaders) are present. If the
amount of communication between any pair of workpackages is huge, a separate list for the
two workpackages will be created. The last mailing list is used for financial and
administrative aspects of the project to make sure that the necessary information reach the
persons responsible for finance of all project participants.

The mailing lists are administered by PSNC and run on a server which was made available
by PSNC.

23  Wiki

As the project is going to produce a huge number of documents, a place for storing the
documents is necessary. The document store should allow for easy access to all the stored
document for project partners while ensuring privacy of documents which are not public. The
consortium decided to use wiki for this purpose as it allows for easy access to documents,
adding comments to them and uploading new versions.

To make access to documents easier each workpackage has a dedicated space on wiki to
which all the internal documents can be put. A separate space on wiki is used for documents
which refers to the whole consortium rather than to a separate workpackage.

Wiki can be accessed by all Phosphorus partners using a web browser. To ensure privacy
each person logs to wiki using an individual password.

24  Web pages

Web pages are used by the Phosphorus consortium to announce important news and
gather information from project partners. An example of using web for internal purposes was
registration for the kick-off meeting. The registration was used to gather contact information
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for persons who registered, and the information is now available to all partners on the project
web pages.
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s Quality assurance

3.1 Financial and administrative management

Amendments

The project scope, terms and conditions are described in the contract with the European
Commission. Any variations can only be administered by the coordinator according to rules
described in “Guidelines on Amendments to FP6 Contracts”.

Change requests must be raised by any partner at the General Assembly or Technical Board
meetings. General Assembly is the only authorised body that can make a decision (by
voting) to send by the coordinator a particular amendment request to the European
Commission or to decide on amendments to the Consortium Agreement.

Financial helpdesk

At the kick-off meeting a presentation concerning reporting and financial rules in 6FP was
presented to all partners. Additionally a financial assistant of the coordinator is ready to
support partners in any doubts concerning legal or financial issues.

EC documents like “Financial Guidelines”, “Guidelines on Amendments to FP6 Contracts”,
“Project reporting in FP6”, “Audit Certificate Working Notes” are already available to all
partners on the project’s internal web site.

3.2 Deliverables

To ensure consistent quality of each deliverable, a set of rules will be applied to the process
of deliverable preparation.

As indicated in the Technical Annex, each deliverable has a leading partner assigned. The
Technical Annex gives also a list of partners contributing to each deliverable and an
estimated number of personmonths to be spent on this deliverable by the whole consortium.
The contributors of each deliverable must agree on the share of the efforts towards this

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deliverable between them. Their agreement must be coherent with the effort distribution
defined in the Technical Annex and must be accepted by the respective workpackage leader
who supervises all the activities and oversees the spending of efforts inside the
workpackage.

The leading partner is responsible for proposing the general structure of the deliverables and
assigning tasks to all contributors. Each contributor may be made responsible for preparing a
part of the deliverable. The deliverable structure and assignment of tasks should be agreed
inside the respective workpackage and accepted by the workpackage leaders. Each
contributor should be made aware of the assigned tasks and the requirement for the
deliverable early enough to be able to complete their work before the deadline imposed by
the leading partner.

The input from all contributors must be gathered by the leading partner who is also
responsible for editing of the overall deliverable. The partner will also review the input from
contributors to verify its quality and ensure the coherence and completeness of the whole
document. In case of insufficient quality of the input or unacceptable delay in providing the
input the leading partner should inform the respective workpackage leader as well as the
project coordinator to trigger the appropriate management procedures.

The complete deliverable must be approved by the project coordinator and then reviewed by
at least one technical expert designated by the Technical Board and chosen because of his
expertise in the field of the deliverable. The deliverable must be submitted for reviewing to
the coordinator at least one month before the deadline of the deliverable. The coordinator
will not only evaluate the technical level of the deliverable, but also whether the output is
reasonable with respect to the allocated manpower per partner in the associated tasks. The
technical expert submits his/her findings and recommendations in writing to the project
coordinator. Finally the coordinator submits the deliverable to the EC, which approves the
document.
